Elk Point, S.D- State’s Attorney Jerry A. Miller announced today that Bryer Paul, a 19 year old North Sioux City, SD resident was sentenced on November 18, 2013 on one charge of 2nd Degree Burglary, a class 3 felony.  Paul admitted to taking a television from his Grandmother’s residence in North Sioux City and with the assistance of friend, loaded the television into the friend’s vehicle drove to Sioux City, IA and sold the television.  The money was divided and Paul used the money to buy some drugs.  Paul was arrested in Sioux City, IA under the influence of marijuana.  A neighbor identified Paul as one of the persons seen taking the television.  While Paul was in the Woodbury County jail, North Sioux City police officer, Sgt. James Heeren interviewed Paul.  During that interview, Paul denied any involvement and claimed that he was with a friend.  Sgt. Heeren interviewed the friend, who admitted to assisting Paul with the theft and the pawning of television.  Both Paul and his accomplice were arrested on the charge of 2nd Degree Burglary.
The Court took Paul’s criminal and juvenile history into account and sentenced Paul to 10 years in the penitentiary with 5 years suspended.  Paul will be incarcerated approximately 18 months less the 73 days he spent in jail prior to final disposition of the file.  This is Paul’s first career felony conviction as an adult.  
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
