Elk Point, S.D- State’s Attorney Jerry A. Miller announced today that Austin Pate, a 19 year old Sioux City, IA resident was resentenced on November 4, 2013 on the original charge of third degree burglary and a second charge of possession of controlled substance (Methamphetamine).  Pate original charge stemmed from being caught exiting the garage of a residence carrying stolen items.  Pate’s urine tested positive for methamphetamine. Pate was originally sentenced to two consecutive suspended 7 year sentences and placed on probation for 5 years.  
Within 14 days of Pate’s sentencing order being signed and filed, Pate had committed the following acts in the State of Nebraska: a residential burglary; the grand theft of firearm; petty theft of additional items; and identity theft.  At Pate’s sentencing phase, Pate told the court that he knew he was going to the penitentiary and that he was ready to go.  Pate was resentenced by the court to serve to concurrent 7 year sentences with 2 years suspended on each charge.  Pate will serve approximately 18 months before he is parole eligible.  Pate’s adult criminal record addresses many misdemeanor issues in SD, IA, NE and WA. Pate’s criminal history indicates that the above two felony charges are his only two felony convictions.
