Elk Point, S.D- State’s Attorney Jerry A. Miller announced today that Rodney Neal, a 34 year old Sioux City, IA resident was resentenced on November 4, 2013 on the original charge of possession of controlled substance (Methamphetamine).  Neal’s urine tested positive for methamphetamine. Neal was originally sentenced to a suspended 5 year sentences and placed on probation for 5 years.  
This is Neal’s first probation violation since being sentenced originally on November 21, 2012.  However during his time on probation, Neal was found to have a foreign device on his person that contained urine on January 9, 2013 when he was to provide a urine sample.  Neal attempted to falsify his urine sample again on September 19, 2013 which was about two weeks after completing treatment.  Neal has other issues with dirty urine tests and substance use.  The Court took Neal’s history and probation performance into account and sentenced him to 5 years in the penitentiary with 2 years suspended.  Neal will serve approximately 12 ½  months incarcerated prior to being parole eligible.  This was Neal’s third career felony conviction.  Neal was not charged for the felony use or consumption of drugs that were found in his system by court service officers while Neal was on probation.  
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
